Furthermore there is another diamond star offered: lot 1013, the Imperial Order of the Saint Prince Alexander Nevsky
with about 500 genuine old cut diamonds. This star was awarded to Paul Deschanel, who became President of France,
after World War 1. The estimate is CHF 100°000.-.

Included in the collection are many more decorations in different price categories.

Among the coins are following of great importance: Lot 1216, an unedited rouble of Peter the Great from 1705 for CHF
10°000.-. Lot 1353, a gold 10 rouble 1783, of the highest rarity at CHF 39°000.-. Lot 1442, a beautiful pattern rouble from
1808.

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Since 2011 Sincona Auctions are synonymous for splendid selections of Russian
coins for collectors throughout the world. And now the auction, that has long
been awaited, the 6" “Russian” Sincona Auction is at hand. This auction not only
continues the tradition of Russian numismatic auctions, but astoundingly
broadens the offering with an area of collection such as Phaleristics.

This is the second time in the last few years that Switzerland has been connected
with the interesting field of Phaleristics. In November 2008 UBS auctioned the
large collection of one of the most renowned European collectors of Orders of
Chivalry G. A. Tammann, this included the rarities of most countries in the world.
In the case of the Tammann Collection, Russian orders were of great importance
but only a part of the collection. In the case of the October 2016 Sincona Auction
Russian orders and medals of valor, along with coins, are the extraordinary
mainstay of the sale.

This collection of Orders, along with medals, decorations and jetons is a part of
: the whole collection and covers the period of the beginning of the 19% century up
to the Revolution of 1917. This logically complements the already legendary collection of coins.

Almost 50 years ago I entered the enchanting world of Russian Phaleristics and understood that collecting is impossible
without understanding and studying the history and events connected with these objects. They, as well as coins, are a
material source for the memory of the history and past of a nation. I am convinced that the collecting of decorations, along
with numismatics is an important connection to let us understand history. This connection allows today’s society to view
the heroic events of military and national history of the Russian Empire in its Orders of Chivalry, that have now been
included since 1991, in the present system of medals and orders of Russia.

The collection being auctioned by Sincona can be truly called classical. It comprises almost 100 pieces of Russian imperial
decorations 1815-1917. According to the notes of the collector, these were purchased by the collector directly from the
families of the decorated persons, as well as from well-known European auctions, thus giving an excellent provenance.
The collection was formed with love for Russian history and individual pieces were carefully selected. It excites simply
through the rich selection: from the highest imperial decorations, that represent jeweller’s works of art, decorated with
diamonds, to relatively simple, but hard-earned decorations for civilian and military service.

Similar to the system in the numismatic part of the collection, the collection of decorations contains many varieties of the
same order or decoration. They were created in the times of different emperors, as seen by the stamps of different Russian
firms and state hallmarks. Most of the decorations in this auction were produced by the best jewellers of the time who
were suppliers to the imperial court. Another special aspect of this collection is the extraordinary quality of most items.
This plays an important for modern collectors when deciding what new pieces should be obtained for their collection.

Russian imperial orders have been considered the rarest and most expensive orders of most countries. There are numerous
reasons for this. The main reason was the Tragedy of 1917. Many pre-revolutionary decorations and medals were
destroyed, and those who kept them often wandered into imprisonment.

Thus one is pleased to see that such a generally comprehensive and carefully chosen collection of Russian decorations
comes on the international market, collected by a passionate person, who without doubt, respected and loved Russian
history.

The top lots of the Collection of Orders are not only rare. They are unique! At prime position are 2 diamond stars of
enchanting beauty: the Imperial Order of the Saint Apostle Andrew the First-Called wrought by Karl Hahn and the
Imperial Order of the Saint Great Martyr Catherine wrought by Alfred Thielemann, as well as the diamond set of the
Imperial Order of the Saint Prince Alexander Nevsky wrought by Karl Blank. Every one of these three pieces stems from
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the “Cabinet of His Majesty the Emperor”. And — this is extraordinary! — from archive data we know to whom these were
bestowed: the outstanding diplomat Alexander Nelidov, The Grand Duchess Hilda of Baden and Paul Deschanel, future
President of France, respectively. This information brings these items from the area of collection into the category of
historical museum pieces.

Never before offered in world auctions was such an extraordinary full and unbelievably manifold selection of pieces of
the Imperial Order of the Saint Apostle Andrew the First-Called, the highest decoration of the Russian Empire. To the
above mentioned diamond stars come 2 extremely rare gold enamelled order’s collars: 23 links made by Emmanuel Georg
Pannasch and 17 links made by Julius Keibel, several badges, also from Pannasch as well as a comprehensive collection
of stars in metal and embroidered cloth.

The selection of the Imperial Order of the Saint Prince Alexander Nevsky and the Imperial Order of the Saint Equal to
the Apostles Prince Vladimir is impeccable - made by the outstanding firms and jewellers of the time: Kemmerer &
Keibel, Nicholls & Plincke among others.

Rare and beautiful is the Imperial Order of Saint Anne , where among 2 diamond crosses of the 2" grade, a dark red order
of the 2™ grade with the imperial crown, we find the modest, but by collectors long-sought, Imperial Order of Saint Anne
for foreigners.

This collection of decorations and orders also contains medals and jetons, for example: in gold the Imperial Cipher
Decoration of the Ladies of Honour of the Imperial Court with the double cipher of the Empresses Maria Fedorovna and
Alexandra Fedorovna. Also included is a gold award medal “for Efforts in Organising Military Factory Workers” from
the reign of Alexander II. Of this award only 30 pieces were struck.

Here one sees a pleasant speciality of this collection: it not only satisfies the advanced collectors of decorations, but also
all collectors including beginners. The October 2016 Sincona auction will remain in memory for the participants not only
as a sterling and rare possibility to obtain legendary items but also simple but rare Russian decorations.

RUSSIAN EMPIRE (UNTIL 1917)

Imperial Order of the Saint Apostle Andrew the First-Called. Breast star in diamonds, 4th model (eagle
with wings erected and St. Andrew’s cross on the chest — since about the 1850ies), 2nd edition (official metal
edition since 1855), official fabrication of Karl Hahn in Sankt Petersburg for the "Cabinet of His Majesty the
Emperor", 89.1 x 90.7 mm, gold, silver and enamels, set a jour with 467 old cut genuine diamonds and
diamond roses (all tested for genuineness) with a total weight of about 24 ct, total weight of the star 125.1 g,
all loops but one at the tips of the longest rays have been removed, with pin, this with engraved number "40"
and an on the point standing triangle (probable an internal manufacturing information), pin base and hook
re-attached with tin solder. RRU 3B; ZK2 3058.

RRRR G.V.F.

Piece of extreme rarity in museum’s quality, a real masterpiece of jeweller’s art of the beginning 20" century. According to
our knowledge only two further similar breast stars are known, the first in the Royal Collection of HM Queen Elizabeth II in
Windsor and a second one in a private collection in the U.S.A., and no piece in any of the main Russian museums.

The statutes stipulated, that the insignia of the order could be conferred "in diamonds" as a very special sign of highest
imperial grace. According to Tillander-Godenhielm (in TLL p. 73), during the reign of Emperor Nicholas II (1868-1918)
there have been conferred only 28 diamond sets between 1894 and 1917.

According to the official archive files (RGIA, Fund 468, opis 43, delo 1015, L. 11, Ne 40, Ne 45, Ne 47) this star with the
number 40 originally was manufactured by Karl Hahn in Sankt Petersburg at the cost of 5,000 Roubles in 1907 and
probably not issued. By order of the "Cabinet of His Majesty the Emperor" Karl Hahn "reduced" it’s value from 5,000 to
4,000 Roubles; but it is unknown by what measure, as the star doesn’t show any exchange traces of the stones or any other
traces of later work.

In May 1908 the star was conferred upon Alexander Ivanovich Nelidov [Anekcannp MBanosuu Hemmmos] (1835-1910),
since 1904 ambassador of the Russian Empire in France. From 1879 until 1882 he had served as Russian ambassador to the
Kingdom of Saxony, from 1883 until 1897 to the Ottoman Empire and from 1897 until 1904 to the Kingdom of Italy.
According to the official archive files (RGIA, Fund 468, opis 43, delo 1001, L. 15, Ne 4), the breast star was returned after
Nelidov’s death (in 1910) to the "Cabinet of His Majesty the Emperor" by his widow Olga Dmitrovna Nelidova
(1839-1918) on June 7, 1911. Probably in connection with Stalin’s "selling activities" of huge numbers of imperial
treasures beginning from 1919 until the 1930ies, also this breast star may have been sold.

The one-grade highest Order of the Saint Apostle Andrew the First-Called was instituted by Tsar Peter . Alexejevich
"The Great" (1672—-1725) with Ucas of November 30, 1698. It was dedicated to Russia’s Saint Patron, the Apostle Saint
Andrew, who according to the Bible, was a brother of Simon Peter und who was, according the Gospel of St. John (John
1:35-42), a disciple of St. John the Baptist and called by Our Lord Jesus Christ as the first apostle to follow him. Therefore
he is called in the Orthodox Church "The First-Called" [ITepso3Bannoro]. According to a legend he died during the reign of
the Roman Emperor Nero (37-68) in the late 60ies as a Martyr in Patras (in Achaia / Greece) crucified to a "crux
decussata", a so-called St. Andrews cross.

Only on April 5, 1797, the day of his coronation, the Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801) approved the statutes of the
order. As a special sign of imperial grace, the order could be conferred "in diamonds". Since August 16, 1804, it was
possible for new knights of the Order of St. Andrew, who were not yet knights of the lower Russian orders, to receive,
according to a respective decision of the emperor, together with its insignia also those of the Order of St. Alexander Nevsky
or/and the 1st grade of the Order of St. Anne. From December 13, 1831 on, they could be conferred at the same time the
Order of the White Eagle and since about 1857 the 1st grade of the Order of St. Stanislas.

The collar of the order was considered as a special sign of imperial grace and therefore given separately. Until May 23, 1842
it was restricted to Russians only, afterwards also foreigners were eligible.

On October 27, 1846, a special breast star for Non-Christians was approved. On July 15, 1855, metal breast stars became
official. With imperial Ucas of August 5, 1855, Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818-1881) introduced crossed swords on the
insigna for bestowals "for military exploits against an enemy".

According to Tillander-Godenhielm (in TLL p. 73) the order was conferred as follows: by Peter I (1699-1725) 39 (times),
by Catherine 1 (1725-1727) 13, Peter 11 (1727-1730) 5, Anna (1730-1740) 25, Ivan VI (1740-1764) 10, Elizabeth
(1741-1761) 69, Peter 111 (1761-1762) 14, Catherine Il (1762—1796) 107, Paul I (1797-1801) 65, Alexander I (1801-1825)
121, Nicholas T (1826-1855) 216, Alexander 11 (1855-1881) 180, Alexander 111 (1881-1894) 57 and Nicholas 1T
(1894-1917) 134. Alexander II conferred 11 badges with swords, and Nicholas [ only one. Anna conferred the order three
times in diamonds, Catherine IT 11 (times), Paul I three, Alexander I 8, Nicholas I 55, Alexander II 38, Alexander III 11 and
Nicholas II 28 times.

After the fall of monarchy in Russia in February 1917 the order was not abolished but no more conferred. After the October
Revolution the new Bolshewiki Government abolished the order definitely. The head of the imperial

family continued to confer it as a dynastical order in exile after 1918. Today the order is awarded by "Grand Duchess"
Maria Vladimirovna Romanov, "pretender" to the Russian Throne, as a dynastic order of knighthood, which is heavily
disputed by some historians and members of Romanov family.

This model of a breast star, showing the slightly sideward standing eagle with hanging wings and the St. Andrew's cross on
the chest appeared with the accession of Emperor Alexander I to the throne in 1801. It is typical for the entire period of his
reign until his death in 1825, as can be seen on the portraits of contemporary holders. It seems that in the beginning of the
reign of his brother and successor Nicholas I, in connection with the reformation of the imperial heraldry, the eagle moved
from a sideward to a horizontal position but continued to show hanging wings. After the accession of Alexander II
Nicholajewich in 1855, the entire imperial heraldry was reformed again, showing now the horizontal flying imperial eagle
with erected wings. This type of eagle was also introduced in the order's insignia and remained the same until the end of
monarchy in 1917.

After the death of Léon Napoléon Louis Michel Ney, 4th Prince de la Moskowa (born 1870) in 1928, his huge collection
was sold in Paris. He was the great grandson of the French Maréchal de 1'Empire Michel Ney (1769-1815), 1st Duke
d'Elchingen (1808) and 1st Prince de la Moskowa (1813).

Piece of extreme rarity in best museum’s quality, a real masterpiece of jeweller’s art of this most famous Russian jeweller of
the beginning 20" century, manufactured in white gold (and not as usually in combined gold and silver) and with stones of
very high quality.

According to Levin (in LVK p. 95 and p. 96), Fabergé manufactured only two 1%-grade sets for the Cabinet of His Imperial
Majesty, the first in 1909 for 3,700 roubles, which on January 18, 1911, was conferred upon the Grand Duchess Hilda of
Baden (1864-1952), and a second one, an edition for non-Christians in 1912 again for 3,700 roubles, which was conferred
on June 12, 1916, being the last bestowal until the end of monarchy, upon the Japanese Empress Teimei-kogo [H B & /51,

whose birth name was Kujo Sadako [fLZ% #i1-] (1884-1951), as mentioned in the registry.

The very special highest quality of manufacturing of this piece, as well as the high quality of the stones and the minimal,
nearly invisible wearing traces, may permit the conclusion that this breast star originally belonged to the set conferred upon
the Grand Duchess Hilda of Baden, born Princess of Nassau and wife of Grand Duke Friedrich II of Baden (1857—1928,
Grand Duke from 1907 until 1918), in January 1911.

Alfred Rudolf Thieleman, son of the goldsmith Karl-Rudolf Thieleman (of German origin) in Sankt Petersburg, worked as a
master like his father and his brother Otto Rudolf for Karl Fabergé's company in Sankt Petersburg and died according to
various sources in 1909 or 1913.

Peter Karl Fabergé (1846-1920), originating from a Huguenot family from Picardy, took over his father Gustav’s
(1814-1860) business in 1870, and enlarged the firm considerably. Many of the pieces produced by Fabergé's had marks
only of his workmasters who, also being very famous, could "sign in their own name". Fabergé produced several jeweller’s
fabrications of Russian orders' insignias of highest quality.

The Order of the Saint Great Martyr Catherine was instituted by Tsar Peter I "The Great" (1672-1725) in 1713 as a
one-grade order for ladies, when the statutes were approved. The order was dedicated to the martyr St. Catherine of
Alexandria, the patron saint of his second wife Catherine (1684—1727) who as Empress Catherine I succeded him to the
throne.

In 1797 Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801) approved new statutes, thus creating a lower 2nd grade. The new statutes
also stipulated that every new born Grand Duchess of the imperial family should receive the 1st grade of the order.

After the October Revolution the new Bolshewiki Government abolished the order by decree in November 1917. The head
of the imperial family after 1918 continued to confer it as a dynastical order in exile. Today the order is awarded by "Grand
Duchess" Maria Vladimirovna Romanov, "pretender" to the Russian Throne, as a dynastic order of knighthood, which is
heavily disputed by some historians and members of Romanov family.

The Russian President Dmitry Anatolyevich Medvedev reinstalled the now one-grade order with Ucas Ne 573 of May 3,
2012.

In all parts original and extremely rare set of important provenance of a President of the French Republic, dignified for a
museum’s exposition. Due to the existence of the original card of the “Cabinet of His Imperial Majesty”, that assigns this
set to Paul Deschanel, not only its relation to this important personality of French history can be proved, but it also allows to
research and publish the manufacturing and bestowal history of this special set. (See also: Autengruber, Michael — Wahrlich
ein Schmuck auch fiir Méanner: Brillanten-Orden.

According to the official archive files (RGIA, fond 468, opis 1015, Ne 84) these insignia were manufactured (at the cost of
2,759 Roubles) in 1899 by Karl Blank, head workmaster of the firm of Karl Hahn, for whom he was working from the
1890ies until 1912. Until 1912 the house of Karl Hahn produced about 90 percent of the insignia supplied to the "Cabinet
of His Majesty the Emperor".

Originally conferred on September 3, 1899, (with Ne 84) upon the Privy Counsellor Michail Nikolajewich Kapustin
[Muxann Hukonaesuu Karyctun] (1828-1899), it was returned after his death to the Cabinet. On December 19, 1900,
(with Ne 105) the set was conferred upon the personal surgeon of the Emperor, Gustav Ivanovich Hirsch [I'ycras
ViBanosuu ['mp] (1828—1907). He himself returned the insignia to the "Cabinet of His Majesty the Emperor" and preferred
to receive the respective money amount. On September 10, 1901, (with Ne 124) the set was conferred upon Paul Deschanel,
President of the French Chamber of Deputies.

The journalist and author Paul Deschanel (1855-1922) in 1885 was elected deputy [Député] in the French Chamber of
Deputies [Chambre des députés] of the National Assembly [Assemblée nationale] for the Département Eure-et-Loir, an
office which, since 1901 for the Alliance démocratique (later Alliance républicaine démocratique and Parti républicain
démocratique) he held until 1920. From 1898 until 1902 and again from 1912 until 1920 he served as President of the
Chamber [Président de la Chambre des députés]. During his first presidency of the chamber, the Russian Emperor Nicholas
II during his second official state visit to France (1901), handed over to him this order's set in diamonds of the Imperial
Order of the Saint Prince Alexander Newsky. In January 1920 Deschanel was elected President of the French Republic
[Président de la République francaise], the 11th of the Third Republic. In February he took up office. Shortly after, his
environment noticed mental problems and signs of senile dementia. Therefore he resigned in September the same year.
Elected in 1921 as senator [sénateur] he held this office until his death in 1922.

The one-grade Order of the Saint Prince Alexander Nevsky was instituted by Empress Catherine I Alexeijevna
(1684—-1727) with Ucas of May 21, 1725. It was named after Alexander Jaroslavich Nevsky, Prince of Novgorod, Grand
Duke of Vladimir (1220-1263). Only on April 5, 1797, the day of his coronation, Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801)
approved the statutes of the order.
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Until about 1820 the order's cross wore it’s first design with red paste stones on the cross arms (1st model). Since about this
time, the cross arms were enamelled, and the imperial eagles had wings widely spread (2nd model). Since about 1841 the
eagles between the cross arms had their final design with erected wings (3rd model).

As a special sign of imperial grace, the order could be conferred "in diamonds", the respective breast star showing an
imperial crown above the centre. Since August 16, 1804, according to a respective decision of the emperor, it was possible
to confer to new knights of the Order of St. Andrew, who were not yet knights of the Order of St. Alexander Nevsky, both
insignia together. On August 9, 1844, the order's cross for Non-Christians was introduced and on October 27, 1846, so were
the respective breast stars. On July 15, 1855, metal breast stars became official. With imperial Ucas of August 5, 1855,
Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818—-1881) introduced crossed swords on the insigna for bestowals "for valour on the battle
field".

With the end of monarchy in 1917 this order expired, too. The Russian President Dmitry Anatolyevich Medvedev
reinstalled the order with Ucas Ne 1099 of September 7, 2010.

The one-grade Order of the White Eagle, according to a legend instituted by the Polish king Wtadystaw 1 Lokietek
(1260-1333) in 1325, was renewed by the Polish king and Saxon Duke Elector Friedrich August II "the Strong"
(1670-1733) in November 1705.

After the integration of the Kingdom of Poland into the Russian Empire in 1831, the Order became a Russian order by
Emperor Nicholas I Pavlovich (1796-1855) with Ucas of November 17, 1831. From then on, new knights of the Order of
St. Andrew, who were not yet knights of the Order of the White Eagle, according to a respective decision of the emperor,
could receive both insignia together. On August 9, 1844, the order's cross for Non-Christians was introduced and on
October 27, 1846, so were the respective breast stars. On July 15, 1855, metal breast stars became official. With imperial
Ucas of August 5, 1855, Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818-1881) introduced crossed swords on the insignia for bestowals
"for valour on the battle field". In 1856 the surmounting crowns of the badges received their final design: "flying" blue
enamelled crown pendilia (2nd model).

After the fall of monarchy in the Russian Empire in February 1917, the Provisional Government continued to confer the
order in a slightly changed design. After the October Revolution the new Bolshewiki Government abolished the order in

Due to the numerous members of noble Russian families that fled to Western Europe (especially to France and Germany)
after the fall of monarchy and the Provisional Government, some German and French manufacturers (such as for example
Godet & Sohn and Paul Meybauer in Berlin) in the 1920ies produced insignia of Russian orders, the higher grades in silver
and the lower grades in silver or in bronze.

The four-class Order of the Saint and Victorious Great Martyr George for military merit was instituted by Empress
Catherine II "The Great" (1729-1796) on November 26, 1769, and its statutes were approved on the same day. The order
was dedicated to St. George, in the eastern as well as in the western churches the patron of knighthood and soldiers.
Intended as an order for personal valour for commissioned officers, the fourth grade could also be conferred for 25 years of
service or after 18 (since 1831: 20) naval missions. Since 1816 these pieces showed a respective designation on the cross
arms.

Not conferred during the reign of Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801), the order was renewed by his son and successor
Alexander 1. Pawlovich (1777-1825) on December 12, 1801. On December 6, 1833, Emperor Nicholas I Pawlovich
(1796-1855) approved new, very specified statutes. On August 9, 1844, the order's cross for Non-Christians was introduced
and on October 27, 1846, so were the respective breast stars. On July 15, 1855, metal breast stars became official. With
Ucas dated May 15, 1855, Emperor Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818-1881) stipulated that further on all grades could be
conferred only "for valour on the battle field". Despite this, the bestowals of 4th grades for long services continued until
about 1876. On August 10, 1913, Emperor Nicholas II Alexandrovich (1868—1918) approved new statutes.

After the fall of monarchy in the Russian Empire in February 1917, the Provisional Government continued to confer the
order. After the October Revolution the new Bolshewiki Government in 1918 abolished the order. Still, during the Civil
War some Generals of the so-called "White Army" continued to confer the order mostly in ist lower grades until the first
years of the 1920ies.

Affiliated to the order was the "Decoration of the Military Order", created by Emperor Alexander I Petrovitch on February
13, 1807. On August 9, 1844, ist edition for Non-Christians was approved. With Ucas of March 19, 1856, Emperor
Alexander II Nicholajevich divided the cross into four grades. With the new statutes in 1913 it received ist new name "St.
George Cross". Continued by the Provisional Government, also the St. George Cross was abolished by the Bolshewiki
Government in 1918. Still, like the order, during the Civil War some commanders of the so-called "White Army" continued
to confer the cross, some with slightly changed design.

The Presidency of the Supreme Soviet of the Russian Federation reinstalled the order with Ucas Ne 2424-1 of March 2,
1992. This was confirmed by the Russian President Vladimir Vladimirowich Putin withv Ucas Ne 1463 of August 8, 2000.

The four-grade Order of the Saint Equal to the Apostles Prince Vladimir was instituted on September 22, 1782, of
Empress Catherine II "The Great" (1729-1796) in occasion of her 20-year jubilee of her accession to the throne, as a reward
for special merits after 55 years of service of civil servants. With Ucas of November 1789 a 4th-grade cross with a bow on
the ribbon for war merit was introduced.

Not conferred during the reign of Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801), the order was renewed by his son and successor
Alexander 1 Pavlovich (1777-1825) on December 12, 1801. On July 15, 1855, metal breast stars became official. On
August 5, 1855, Emperor Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818—1881) approved revised statutes introducing crossed swords for
all grades conferred for valour. Until 1870 all grades could also be conferred with swords above the cross (so-called "swords
on the ring") to persons who already earlier had received a lower grade with crossed swords. The order was never conferred
in diamonds. Since 1855 its 4th grade could also be conferred for 25 years resp. 35 years of military services or after 18
resp. 20 naval missions. To all holders hereditary nobility status was conferred, to holders of the 4th grade since 1900 only
personal nobility status.

After the fall of monarchy in Russia the order ceased to exist. Today the order is awarded by "Grand Duchess" Maria
Vladimirovna Romanov, "pretender" to the Russian Throne, as a dynastic order of knighthood, which is heavily disputed by
some historians and members of Romanov family.

In principle, the insignia of the Ist and 2nd grade are identical, but worn in a different manner (1st grade with sash ribbon
and 2nd grade with neck ribbon). The size of the crosses of the Ist, 2nd and 3rd grade are alternating between 47 and 59
mm, and only the largest ones can for sure be identified as 1st-grade crosses.

The one-grade Order of Saint Anne was created in 1735 by Karl Friedrich, Duke of Schleswig-Holstein-Gottorf
(1700-1739) in commemoration to his wife Anna Petrovna (1708-1728), a daughter of the Russian Tsar Peter [ "The Great"
(1662—-1725), and dedicated to St. Anne, mother of Our Lady Mary.

Their son Karl Peter Ulrich von Schleswig-Holstein-Gottorf who was nominated successor to the Russian Empress
Elizabeth Petrowna (1709—-1762) with the name Peter Fjodorovich transferred the order to Russia in 1761 after his accession
to the throne as Peter III, where it remained also after the renunciation to the German Duchy by Empress Catherine II "The
Great" (1729-1796) in 1773. But only with the coronation of Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801) on April 5, 1797, the
order, now with three grades, was integrated into the Russian system of orders of chivalry.

As a special sign of imperial grace, the order could be conferred "in diamonds". Since August 16, 1804, according to a
respective decision of the emperor, new knights of the Order of St. Andrew, who were not yet knights of the Order of St.
Anne 1st grade could receive both insignia together. In 1815 the 3rd grade (the sabre of St. Anne) became the new 4th grade
of the order, and a cross for the 3rd grade was instituted. Originally, hereditary nobility status was conferred to all holders,
but since 1845 it was given only personal nobility status for the 2nd, 3rd and 4th grade.

In 1828 the crosses received a new design, and a bow was introduced on the ribbon of the 3rd grade when conferred for
military merit. Also, as a special sign of imperial grace, from 1831 until 1874 the insignia of the 1st and 2nd grade could be
conferred with an imperial crown. It was also decreed that the breast stars for these special bestowals had to be in metal. On
August 9, 1844, the order's cross for Non-Christians was introduced, and in 1855 the crossed swords when the order was
given for valour. On July 15, 1855, metal breast stars became official.

With the end of monarchy in Russia in February 1917 the order ceased to exist. Still, during the Civil War some
commanders of the so-called "White Army" continued to confer the order mostly in it’s lower grades until the first years of
the 1920ies.

The Badge of Distinction of the Order of Saint Anne (generally called "Medal of Saint Anne") was instituted as a long
service decoration for non-commissioned officers and men by Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754—-1801) on November 12,
1797, and incorporated into the order in 1798. During the reign of Emperor Alexander I Pavlovich (1777-1825) until 1807
it was to be conferred also for valour. Since 1829 also foreigners could receive the medal, but unnumbered. By August 19,
1844, Emperor Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818—1881) introduced the Badge for Non-Christians. On July 11, 1864, a
statute amendment allowed to confer the medal to civilians and introduced a bow on the ribbon for a second citation. With
the end of monarchy in Russia in February 1917 the badge ceased to exist.

Originally instituted in 1792 as a two-class medal "Virtuti Militari" by the Polish King Stanistaw August Poniatowski
(1732-1798), it was transformed into the five-class "Order of the Military Cross" the same year. The classes instituted at
the time (Grand Cross, Commander, Knight, Golden and Silver Cross) are existing up to the present. Abolished in 1794,
re-established in 1807, the order continued to exist also during the Kingdom of Poland in personal union with the Russian
Empire.

After the insurrection of November 1830, the Sejm (the Polish Parliament) decided on January 29, 1831, that furtheron the
order should not be conferred by the King-Emperor, but by the Polish Government; upon recommendation of the
Commander-in-Chief of the Polish troops in the 1st and 2nd class, and by the Commander-in-Chief himself in the 3rd, 4th
and 5th class. General Jan Zygmunt Skrzynecki (1786-1860), Commander-in-Chief of the Polish insurrection army,
introduced a proposal scheme for his troops, giving officers and men themselves the possibility of choosing among them the
ones to receive the order. This democratic system made the order very popular, a symbol for the insurrection and the
following Polish-Russian War.

After the victorious end of the war the Kingdom of Poland was integrated into the Russian Empire. Emperor Nicholas 1
Pawlovich (1796-1855) with Ucas of January 12, 1832, integrated the order into the Russian system as "Polish Decoration
for War Merit", with a changed reverse centre, showing now the year "1831" (6th model).

In order to humiliate the defeated Polish military forces, the decorations were now conferred upon the victorious Russian
officers and men, the Sth grade to the latter in a huge amount. Therefore some Polish historians and collectors consider this
6th model not part of the Polish Order "Virtuti Militari". After this demonstrative act of humiliation the order was no more
conferred until the erection of the Republic of Poland after the First World War.

The three-class Royal Polish Order of St. Stanislas was instituted by King Stanistaw II August Poniatowski (1732—1798)
on May 7, 1765, with crosses showing white Polish eagles between the cross arms (1st model). The order was dedicated to
the Polish national Saint Patron Stanislas, Bishop of Cracow (1030-1079, canonized 1253). After the end of the Congress
of Vienna, the Russian Emperor became also King of Poland, and he continued to confer the order in the old design. By
December 1, 1825, a fourth class of the order was instituted.

After the integration of the Kingdom of Poland into the Russian Empire in 1831, the order became a Russian order by
Emperor Nicholas I Pavlovich (1796-1855) with Ucas of November 17, 1831, approving the new statutes of the order.
Instead of the white Polish eagles the crosses now had imperial Russian eagles between their arms (2nd model). Between
1831 and 1841 the crosses officially conferred showed eagles with their wings widely spread (2nd model, 1st edition),
which were unofficially manufactured as jeweller's fabrication until the late 1850ies. Since 1841 Johann Wilhelm Keibel
(1788-1862), as the only official supplier of orders' insignia to the Russian "Chapter of the Imperial and Royal Orders",
produced only crosses showing eagles with wings risen upwards, the definitive design (2nd model, 2nd edition).

As a special sign of imperial grace from 1831 until 1874 the insignia of the Ist and 2nd grade could be conferred with an
imperial crown. With the new statutes of 1839 the 4th grade was abolished. On August 9, 1844, the order's cross for
Non-Christians was introduced and on October 27, 1846, so were the respective breast stars. On July 15, 1855, metal breast
stars became official. On August 5, 1855, Emperor Alexander II Nicholajevich (1818-1881) approved revised statutes
introducing crossed swords for all grades conferred for valour. On April 3, 1857, the 3rd grade received a bow on the ribbon
when being given for military merit. Since about the same year, it was possible for new knights of the Order of St. Andrew
who were not yet knights of the 1st grade of the Order of St. Stanislas, to receive both insignia together, according to a
respective decision of the emperor.

After the fall of monarchy in the Russian Empire in February 1917, the Provisional Government continued to confer the
order in a slightly changed design. After the October Revolution the new Bolshewiki Government abolished the order in
1918. In 1990 the order was re-established in Poland as a semi-official order of chivalry under the patronage of the
Roman-Catholic Church.

The Imperial Cipher Decoration of the Ladies of Honour of the Imperial Court was introduced by Empress Catherine
II “The Great" (1729-1796) in a year until now unpublished. It consists of the cipher of the empress surmounted by a
stylized imperial crown. With the accession of Emperor Paul I Petrovich (1754-1801) in 1797 the cipher was changed from
"EII" in "M" for Maria Fjodorovna (1759-1828), the new empress. In 1801, after the accession of Emperor Alexander I
Pavlovich (1777-1825) the decoration showed the cipher "E" or "EA" for the new empress Elizabeth Alexejevna
(1779-1826) combined with the cipher "M" for the dowager empress, a custom that was to be continued in the future.

Originally instituted in 1809 as "Diet of Porvoo" by order of the new Finnish Grand Prince and Emperor Alexander I.
Pawlovich (1777-1825) as assembly of the four Estates (Nobility, Clergy, Burghers and Peasants), it received the name
"Senate" in 1816 by Alexander in order to demonstrate that it was equal (and not subsidiary) to the Senate of the Russian
Empire. The Senate, headed by the Governor-General of Finland was divided into an economic and a judicial division. The
members had to be Finnish citizens, and in 1822 both divisions received a Finnish vice-chairman.

During First World War in 1916 the Finnish Senate celebrated his 100-year jubilee. After the country having become
independent, the economic division in 1918 became the Cabinet and the judicial division became the Supreme Court and
the Supreme Administrative Court of the Republic of Finland. The vice chairman of the economic division became the
Prime Minister of Finland, and the other senators became ministers.

According to the information provided from Karlheinz Miiller to Professor Dr. Dr. G. Andreas Tammann in 1981, the breast
star was conferred on Karl-Friedrich Graf von der Goltz (1815-1901), Royal Prussian General of Cavalry and
General-Adjutant to King and Emperor Wilhelm I (1797-1888) and King and Emperor Friedrich III (1831-1888). Von der
Goltz was among many others also a knight of the Prussian Order of the Black Eagle and the Swedish Order of the
Seraphim. He may have received the Order of the White Eagle between 1870 and 1875, as in the first year he had received
the 1st class of the Order of Saint Anne, and in the 2nd year he received the Order of Saint Alexander Nevsky.
